	The new curriculum is now embedded and all children have participated in a wide range of sports over the academic year. We have offered new sports and clubs this year, including cricket club, mini golf, a wider range of dance types and advanced lifesaving sessions in swimming lessons. 

New Play Leaders were given training earlier this year and these children are attending the Year 1 and 2 and Year 3 and 4 playground daily to lead activities with the younger students. Play leaders have also played a key part of sporting events in school, including helping to lead sports days.  

Higher club offers this year than previous year. 100% uptake on all clubs, some with waiting list. Club attendance tracked for monitoring with more students.
